Sindh Flood Relief Operation: August
13- 15, 2010

HROPE bagan its fiood rellef oparations in Sindh, with a team comprising
of doctors and soclal workers amtving in Swidour on August 13, The
feam surveyed the ares whers most of the villages wara submarped
and water levels rose a8 high as roofiops. Thara wena & few organized
campa, bul the mapority of e Bood viclims campad on the roadside.
To mraka things wares, key rosds and highways ware alea Booded,
and mooess o most arens was possible only by boal. The flood affeciees
ware Bing in unhygienio condifions, with Bmited access to basia
necessities such as food, shelter and most importanty-clean waber.
In addition, mainutrtion and diseases ware spreading rapidy dus o
shortege of food and stegrant fieodwaler,

Tha HOPE team set up medical camps to treat thosa that had
succumbed 1o linessas dus o tha loods. Dr. Mubine Agbcatwalla, Dr.
Abida Rara and Ma. Zahida Khanum cosrdinated e HOPE Team.
On the first day, HOPE dociors irealed 350 patiants and 550 pafients
an the following day. The villagers wane suffering from linesses like
gastroenteritis, skin infecion, malnourishment, and espiraiory alimants.
The HOPE team provided madicines, as well a5 hyglene products
such as soap, dispars and sanary napking, The OV team with Rr.
Jamil Adil snd Dr. Geutem alss halped in the medical camps.

Relief Operation in Punjab: August
16-192010

The worst aflected anes of Funjab, Muzzatargarh districl, an hour's
distsnca from Multan, suffered the looding of tha Chenab River and
e Muzzafergh canal. According to the Mational Disasier Managemant
Authority [MOMA) the wide espancse of the cvarfiowing waler daplaced
8,200,000 pecple and damaged ovar 500,000 homes. The situation in
Muzzafargarh district was dismal as miles of agricutural land, vilages
and homes wena Inundpsed on both sldes of the rver and canal, The
displacsd vielims had ssl up campe snywhens thal Bey could Bnd Figh
and dry ground. Some had tied plasiic shesls or cloth to take cover
from the blazing sun; others simply stacked charpais and took shafter
unsdar them.

In times of major catastrophes like the recent fioods, displaced
people suffer axtonsively. Most v in unhyglenic condiicns, and
ilinezsas m gasirmanisrts, diarhes sio. becoms & commonality. The
rampant spread of such diseases is primardy dus 1o a lack of safe
dririking watar. HOPE is providing a quick and sustainable sclution to
this problem by distributing sachets of a waler-purifying agent known
as PuR. When mixed in dirty water, PuR kils bacterda and germs.
misskireg it safe o drink. Procer & Gamble (Cincinnali) is supporting the
project. Mr. Kaith Zook and Dr. Greg Algwood from Procier & Gamible,
Cincinrali are parsonally over-docking the projact which is supphing
1.2 million sachs of PuR.
